Noise Abatement and Control A Noise Attenuation Plan has been completed for the
proposed 17th Avenue South Apartments
development. The STraCAT model results indicated
that the building construction materials would
reduce interior noise levels to below 45 dB, plus an
addition 3 dB (i.e. to 42 dB) for the 2023 and 2033
conditions for the buildings close to significant road
noise sources. The buildings adjacent to the outdoor
amenity areas will act as a sound barrier for the
exterior amenity areas. No additional noise
attenuation is needed to meet acceptable interior or
applicable exterior noise levels based on the current
site plan.

An increase in public
utilities and services is anticipated; however, the addition of the rental apartments
will not place a burden or an unduly demand on the existing public utilities system
because the proposed project site is located on vacant residential lots located in an
established mixed use residential area.

Project actions were compared to alternatives with respect to project locations and
the effect of taking no action.

No Action Alternative [24 CFR 58.40(e)]
The No Action alternative is to not construct the rental apartment units. The no action
alternative was considered and dismissed because it does not meet the needs of the
community. There is a need for affordable housing in the City of Myrtle Beach and the
proposed project will address this need.

Summary of Findings and Conclusions:
The project consists of the construction of 6 apartment buildings with 180 total units.
No significant impacts to the environment or community services are anticipated.
Minor impacts include increase in public utilities and services and temporary increase
in noise during construction. However, the addition of the apartment units will not be
a burden on the existing public utilities and construction activities will be restricted to
daylight hours. Benefits of the proposed project include improving access to homes
for low-to-moderate income residents and viability of the neighborhood. No
mitigation is necessary based on this assessment.
